The United States Supreme Court held that the right of an indigent
defendant in a crimina trial to have the assistance of counsel is a
fundamental right essential to a fair trial, and petitioner's trial and
conviction without the assistance of counsdl violated the Fourteenth
Amendment. Bettsv. Brady, 316 U.S. 455, overruled.
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
