() Disqualification for failure fo be truthful on application. A taxi driver s certificate will not be issued to an
individual who knowingly makes any false statement on a driver s certfificate application.

(& Suspension of taxi driver s certificate. A taxi driver s certificate will be immediately suspended and
confiscated when the certificateholder s driver s license has been suspended or revoked, the
certificateholder s taxi driver s certificate has expired, or the certificateholder made a false statement on the
application which impacts upon the public health or safety. A hearing on the suspension will be held within 30
days of the date of suspension.

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1. INTRODUCTION

The Passenger Transport Act 1990 (the Act) requires that the driver of a public passenger
vehicle, including a taxi-cab, must hold an authority issued by the Department of Transport
(the Department).

A maximum fine of S11,000 may be imposcd for driving a taxi-cab for hire without an
appronriate authority issued by the Department.

Ghe Deparinent has developed this packave o asast apphicanis for wxi-coh river
authorisation i understanding the criteria required lor obtaining an authority, the procedures
for applying and the conditions to which the authorisation is subject.

1he tiderpretation of the criteriy, procedures and conditions 1005 issuling ol ani-cab arnver
authorities set down in the Act and the Passenger Transport (Taxi-cab Services) Regulation
2001 (the Regulation) contained in this package should not be used as a reference to a point of
law.

1.1 What is a Taxi-cab Service?

A taxi-cab service is a demand responsive passenger service provided in a motor vehicle
operated under a heence issued by the Deparument that cun be:

(a) booked through a taxi-cab network; or
(b) ply or stand for hire on a road: or

(c) hailed on the street.

1.2 What is the purpose of a taxi-cab driver authority?

Authorisation is the system that is used by the Department to assess whether a person is of
suitable character and fitness, aware of their responsibilities to passengers, and able to
conduct themselves appropriately in driving a taxi-cab that meets the expectations of the
community. In this way, authorisation can be seen as a type of quality assurance system for
passenger transport operations.

There are different requirements for driver authorisation for the different types of public
passenger transport services. If you need information about the requirements and
arrangements for issuing bus or tourist vehicle driver authorisation, please contact the
Department’s Contracts and Compliance Division on 9891 8900 or visit the Department’s
internet site.

1.3  Taxi Drivers in Country Areas

Applicants applying for authorisation to drive taxi-cabs in the country may not be required to
comply with all authorisation criteria, for example, where comprehensive training facilities
are not available, attendance at formal taxi driver training schools may not be required.

2.2 How to satisfy the Authorisation Criteria
2.2.1 Driver Licence Requirements
An applicant who resides in NSW must hold a fully unrestricted NSW driver’s licence. A
licence issued by a government authority in any other Australian State or Territory is

acceptable only if the driver drives in a NSW border town but resides in another State or
Territory.
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In addition, applicants must have held, for at least 12 months during the preceding 2 years, a
driver licence issued in an Australian State or Territory, excluding a conditional licence,
learner licence, probationary licence, restricted licence and driver licence receipt.

Addriver heence tssued outside Australia is not acceptable for driver anthorisation.
Anplicants e reauired 1o provide a cortificd copy ot theie current diriver licence at the tine of
ooy for o drioer aathorines Nombers of the preteadons thar can prosnde conioaon

arc at Appumx\ i.

2.2.2  Taxi Driver Training Programme

To become an authorised taxi-cab driver, applicants are currently required to receive formal
training in an accredited taxi driver training curriculum at a taxi driver training school and
pass the examinations set by the training school and the Department. The objective of the
taxi-cab driver training programme is to enhance the skill level of drivers entering the
industry and to address the expectations of their passengers.

The taxt driver traming curriculum currenty used 1 NSW s called TuxiCare Plus. This
curriculum was accredited by the NSW Vocational Education and Training Accreditation
Board (VETAB) and is being delivered by a number of taxi driver training schools. registered
with VETAB. Applicants are at liberty to attend the training programme at any of the waxi
driver training schools.

The TaxiCare Plus curriculum has been developed based on competency standards relating to
skills, knowledge and attributes, which the Director-General considers appropriate for being a
taxi driver.

Applicants are assessed on whether they have met the competencies required at the
completion of each module of the course. The current competency standards include:

(1) Rules and the Regulation — ability to provide taxi services in accordance with relevant
rules and the Regulation of government and the taxi industry.

(1)  Customer care ~ how to foster effective passenger relations and manage workloads.

(11i)  Driver Safety — understand and have the ability to apply strategles for protection of
personal safety as a taxi driver.

(iv)  Taxi Driving Skills — ability to operate and maintain a taxi-cab.

(v)  Managing Health and Stress — ability to manage one’s workload effectively in terms
of managing health and stress.

(vi)  Transport Passengers with Special Needs — ability to cater effectively for passengers
with special needs.
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The TaxiCare Plus course consists of Part A and Part B. Part A must be satisfactorily
completed before a taxi driver authority can be granted. Within the first year of obtaining a
taxi driver authority, drivers have to complete Part B of the training programme (usually
between the 9th and 12th month) as a condition of renewing their authority.

Applicants are required to meet the cost tor completing the traming programime and for
attending competence standards assessment themselves.

2.2.3  Geographical knowledge of areas in which taxi-cabs ply for hire

An applicant is required to obtain a high degree of knowledge of the arca of operations within
which they are authorised to drive. The applicant will be required to undertake a computer-
based examination at the Taxi & Hire Car Bureau of the Department to demonstrate their
ability to:

® identify and take the shortest practicable route between two locations: and
- focate and use major tradtic routes mthe service area; and

o locate major strects and key buildings in the service area; and

a locate major tourist attractions in the scrvice arca; and

> outtine any features of the local ransport system.

2.2.4 Medical Fitness

An applicant must undertake a medical assessment and attach a current and completed Health
Assessment Form at the time of applying for a taxi-cab driver authority.

The medical standards required of taxi drivers are applicable to all drivers of public passenger
transport services, and have been developed based on the national standards recommended by
the National Road Transport Commission.

Medical assessment must be undertaken by a general medical practitioner. Medical
certificates remain valid for three years unless a lesser term is specified by a medical

practitioner or the Director-General.

Applicants are required to meet the cost of the medical examination.

A copy of the Department’s Health Assessment Form is at Appendix II.

2.2.5 Knowledge of the Regulation

An applicant should have read and understood the Act and the Regulation relating to the
operation of a taxi, and be able to apply the rules in the operation of a taxi.

Copies of the Act and the Regulation can be bought from New South Wales Government
Information Offices or viewed on the internet.
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2.2.6 English Language Assessment

All applicants (including native English speakers) wishing to become taxi drivers must
demonstrate a prescribed level of English language competency. The level is currently set at a
level equivalent to that of the hospitality industry. The Adult Migrant English Service
(AMES) carries out the assessment.

Apphicants should note thar they must have been successtully assessed in Pnolish Laneuae

hetore enrolment and pavment of foes arany e deiver imining schools,

Han apphicant fails the Foghsh Language assessment. they mnst wail for ton weeks and
provide proof of attendance at an English language course before again attempting the
ASSessment.

2.2.7  Good Repute, Fit and Proper Cheeks

The Department does not set specific standards for a person’s reputation or whether the
person is a fit and proper person but examines all the circumstances of a particular application
to make an assessment about whether it considers a person is of good repute and fit and
proper.

As part of the procedure to assess whether an applicant is of zood repute and fit and proper.
e Doparanent will cheek o see whether an apphicant hus o amninal vrecord. The applicant
must give the Department permission to obtain anv relevant criminal information about them
held by any Commonwealth, State or Territory law enforcement agency. The information
obtained can only be used for the purpose that it was obtained tor. An application will not be
accepted 1f the Department 1s not permitted to obtain such information by the applicant.

The applicant must also give the Department permission to obtain their driving records held
by the Roads and Traffic Authority for the purpose of checking whether they are fit and
proper to drive a taxi. An application will not be accepted if the Department is not permitted
to obtain such information by the applicant.

Applicants will also be required to prove their identity and eligibility to work in Australia.
Certified copies of documents such as a full Birth Certificate (showing parents’ details), or a
passport or an Australian Citizen Certificate will be needed by the Director-General in
assessing an application.

If the required document is not in English, applicants will be required to produce an official
translation conducted by either the Ethnic Affairs Commission of NSW or the
Commonwealth Department of Immigration and Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs.

3. PROCEDURES FOR APPLYING FOR TAXI-CAB DRIVER
AUTHORITY

The procedures in this section have been developed in accordance with section 33 of the Act
for the purpose of dealing with applications for taxi-cab driver authorisation.

In making an application for authorisation as a driver of a taxi-cab, the applicant must provide
answers to all questions in the application form truthfully. If the Department finds that the
applicant has not been truthful in the application, any authorisation issued can be cancelled
immediately.
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3.1  Application Procedures

Applications for a taxi-cab driver authority are processed in two stages to assist applicants in
minimising expenses associated with the undertaking of a taxi driver training programme.

4. CONDITIONS OF A TAXI-CAB DRIVER AUTHORITY

Authorisation conditions are on-going requirements that an authorised taxi driver must apply
to remain authorised. These conditions are prescribed by the Regulation pursuant to scction
33 of the Act. Most of these conditions have fines attached, up to a maximum of $11,000, if
they are breached.

The Act also allows the Director-General to impose additional authorisation conditions, these
have equal force with the Regulation, and the Act.

The Director-General may also vary the conditions from time to time. An authorised driver
will be required to meet any new criteria for authorisation, if and when introduced.

Renewal procedures

The Department will as a matter of courtesy contact authorised drivers to advise them that
thetr authorisation is due for renewal, how much the renewal fee will be and the documents
be attached to the application. However, ultimate responsibility for the renew*tl of an
authority remains with the driver.

Drivers must answer all questions in the renewal application form truthfully.

Drivers may be required to comply with any new authorisation criteria, and/or sit for
additional assessment of the competencies required of taxi-cab drivers before their renewal is
granted.

Drivers will be required to provide copies of their criminal history record issued by the NSW
Police Service, and their driving record issued by the Roads and Traffic Authority at the time
of the application.

If the authorisation criteria are not met, the authority cannot be renewed by the due date and
will lapse and the driver would need to apply for a new authority. This means that drivers
may be required to undertake an English language assessment and satisfactorily complete an

approved training programme or otherwise meet the taxi driver competency standards again to
become authorised.

The driver should ensure that the remewal application form together with supporting

6. REFUSAL, VARIATION, SUSPENSION OR CANCELLATION OF
A TAXI-CAB DRIVER AUTHORITY

If the Department refuses an application for taxi-cab driver authorisation or if it cancels,
suspends. or varies e authorisation, or mposes o condition on it it must advise the
applicant/driver of the reasons for the action taken.

The Department also has to advisc the applicant/driver ol any rights they might have to appeal
gainst a decision that has a vight for review. The conditions outlined in Authorisation Criteria
Ay by (o) by & 22001 are not reviewable decisions. You cannot request a review il your
driver licence has expired, or has been caucclied, suspended or the person is disquabificd, or
their licence is reduced to a probationary, provisional or restricted status.

1f the applicant is dissatisfied with a decision that is reviewable, they may request a review of
the decision by the Director-General. If the applicant is not satisfied with the outcome of the

review, then the applicant may appeal to the Administrative Decisions Tribunal to overturn
the decision.

Currently certificated drivers shall have until June 30,
1997, to complete training.

(v) A taxi driver who has completed driver training as required and whose taxi driver’s certificate has
not expired or has not been suspended or cancelled is not required to repeat driver training at the time of
biannual renewal of the certificate.

Driver Licensing

Suspensions and Revocations

if a court suspends or revokes your driving privileges, you may get a suspension or revocation
order in court. The court may confiscate your driver license and return it to DMV.

If your driving privileges are suspended or revoked by DMV, a notice of suspension or revocation
will be sent to the address on your driving record. If you have a license in your possession, it
must be returned to a DMV office when the suspension or revocation begins.

After the suspension or revocation begins, you may not drive any motor vehicle on highways or
premises open to the public.

Failure to Appear/Failure to Comply Suspensions

DMV may suspend a person’s driving privileges if the person fails to appear in court or fails to pay
a traffic fine for a traffic violation or a traffic crime in Oregon or Washington. Your driving
privilege will be suspended until DMV receives proof that the case has been cleared with the
court or until five-years has elapsed from the date the suspension begins, whichever comes
first. Acceptable proof of clearance from a court includes any of the following:

+ An official court clearance document from the court.
« The court may telephone a clearance to DMV (503} 945-5000.
« District and Circuit courts in Oregon may electronically transmit clearances to DMV.

Failure to Pay Child Support

If you are either three months or $2,500 behind in child support payments (whichever occurs
later), the Support Enforcement Division or a District Attorney may ask DMV to suspend your
driving privileges. This type of suspension remains in effect until the Support Enforcement
Division or a District Attorney authorizes DMV to reinstate your driving privileges, and you have
paid a reinstatement fee.

Reinstatement Fees

There is a reinstatement fee of $75.00 to restore driving privileges that have been revoked or
suspended. If your identification card is suspended, you also must pay a reinstatement fee. You
may also need to pay duplicate, renewal or issuance fees.

Hardship/Probationary Permits

For most suspensions of driving privileges, you may be able to get a hardship permit that allows
you to go to and from work, to drive on the job, to get medical treatment, to seek employment
or take part in an alcohol or drug rehabilitation program. A hardship permit may let you drive
the same type of vehicle as did the license you held before the suspension or it may limit or
grant fewer driving privileges. If your driving privileges have been suspended for an uninsured
accident and no other reason, you may get a hardship permit to meet basic family needs, such
as taking children to and from school or daycare, getting medical treatment and buying
groceries.

If your driving privileges have been revoked for habitual offender, you may be able to get a
probationary permit that allows you to go to and from work, to drive on the job, seek
employment or take part in an alcohol or drug rehabilitation program.

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Hardship and probationary permits tell you exactly when and where you may drive; it will
specify hours, days and routes. If you drive outside these restrictions, law enforcement may cite
you for driving while suspended or revoked and DMV may suspend or revoke your hardship or
probationary permit driving privileges for up to one year.

To apply for a hardship or probationary permit, you must pay an application fee. This fee will
not be given back to you, even if the hardship or probationary permit is denied or later is
suspended or revoked.

No hardship or probationary permit is available if your driving privileges are revoked for a traffic
crime or for violation of a hardship or probationary permit.

implied Consent

Oregon’s implied consent law means that by driving a motor vehicle you have implied you will
consent to a breath, blood or urine test if a police officer requests you to take such a test. The
officer can request you to take a test if the officer has arrested you for driving under the
influence of intoxicants (DUIl). Refusal to take a test is admissible as evidence in court. You will
fail a test if your blood alcohol reading is 0.08 percent or more. If you are under 21, you will fail
the test if you have any amount of alcohol. An implied consent suspension is separate from any
suspension you may receive as a result of a DUl conviction.

If you have a valid Oregon driver license in your possession, the officer will confiscate it and
issue a 30-day temporary driving permit. After 30 days, the suspension is in effect and the
temporary driving permit is no longer valid.

Suspension lengths vary. If you are arrested for driving under the influence of intoxicants and
you:

» Take a breath test and fail it -- DMV will suspend your driving privileges for 90 days. If you
have any prior alcohol-related entries on your driving record within five years, DMV will
suspend your driving privileges for one year.

» Refuse to take a breath test -- DMV will suspend your driving privileges for one year. If you
have any prior alcohol-related entries on your driving record within five years, DMV will
suspend your driving privileges for three years.

» Refuse to take a urine test -- DMV will suspend your driving privileges for one year. If you
have any prior alcohol-related entries on your driving record within five years, DMV will
suspend your driving privileges for three years. The suspension for refusing a urine test will
not start until any other Implied Consent suspension (even from the same arrest) is over.

» Refuse to take a blood test while receiving medical care in a health care facility following
a motor vehicle collision -- DMV will suspend your driving privileges for one year. If you
have any prior alcohol-related entries on your driving record within five years, DMV will
suspend your driving privileges for three years.

« Fail a blood test while receiving medical care in a health care facility following a motor
vehicle collision -- DMV will suspend your driving privileges for 90 days. If you have any
prior alcohol-related entries on your driving record within five years, DMV will suspend your
driving privileges for one year. This suspension will begin on the 60th day after DMV
received the report that you failed the test. DMV will send a suspension notice to the
address on your driving record to inform you of the suspension dates. The officer will not
confiscate your driver license and issue a 30-day temporary driving permit. You are
required to return any license in your possession to DMV when the suspension begins.

If any of the actions occurred while driving a commercial vehicle suspension times may vary.

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You may be found guilty of driving while under the influence of intoxicants (DUH)} if you drive a
vehicle while you are under the influence of intoxicating liquor, and/or a controlled substance.

You may be charged with driving while under the influence of intoxicants if you commit the
offense upon any premises open to the public

ignition Interlock Device

An ignition interlock device (1ID) is a computerized breath analyzer. An IID connects into a
vehicle's ignition system. Prior to starting a vehicle equipped with an 1D, the driver must
provide a breath sample by blowing into the handset of the IID. The 11D will prevent the vehicle
from starting if the alcohol content in the driver's breath sample exceeds a preset limit.

Oregon requires a person convicted of Driver Under the Influence of Intoxicants (DUH) in Oregon
toinstall an IID:

s To receive a hardship permit during the DUIIl suspension.

» To fully reinstate Oregon driving privileges after the DUII suspension. The requirement
starts on the last day of the DUIl suspension and continues for six-months.

« DMV cannot waive the six-month lID reinstatement requirement for out of state residents.
If you are in another state and need an IID installed to reinstate you Oregon driving
privilege, contact our Customer Assistance Unit at (503) 945-5000 for assistance locating an
11D provider. If there is no 1ID provider who can assist you, you will have to wait out the six-

month reinstatement requirement period. For installation locations for the IID, please call
our Customer Assistance Unit at 503-945-5000.

Habitual Offender Program

DMV will revoke your driving privileges for five years if you are convicted of three or more of the
following offenses within a five year period:

¢ Any degree of murder, manslaughter, criminally negligent homicide, assault, recklessly

endangering another person, menacing or criminal mischief resulting from the operation of
a motor vehicle.

¢ Driving while under the influence of intoxicants.

» Driving while your driving privileges are suspended or revoked.
» Reckless driving.

o Failure to perform the duties of a driver after a collision

» Fleeing or attempting to elude a police officer.

DMV will also revoke your driving privileges for habitual offender if you are convicted of 20 or
more traffic violations within five years. Traffic offenses such as driving while suspended or

revoked, speeding, are some examples of convictions that can be counted to classify you as an
habitual offender.

There are two types of driver licence, All London and Suburban. An All-London
driver is issued with a green badge and is licensed to ply for hire anywhere within
the Greater London Area. A suburban driver is issued with a yellow badge and is
licensed to ply for hire only within the suburban sectors for which they are
licensed. Suburban drivers may accept a hiring to anywhere in the Greater
London Area from their area but must return to the area for which they are
licensed before they can pick up another hiring. All licensed drivers must wear
their badge while working.

All applicants must meet certain standards to become a licensed taxi driver:

e be a minimum of 21 years of age;

of good character;

¢ be medically fit; both physically and mentalily;

demonstrate a high standard of topographical knowledge of London;

e be able to drive a taxi vehicle both safely and competently.

When making an application you should attend the PCO in person with the
following:

e a completed application form

e your birth certificate or a valid passport

e your DVLA driving licence (both photocard and paper counterpart)
¢ a completed disclosure application form

e payment of £29

if you have changed your name for any reason, documentation must be provided,
i.e. marriage certificate, deed poll, divorce papers. You must be a UK or EU
citizen, or provide evidence of your right to stay and work in the UK, to submit an
application (please bring evidence of status when applying).

-+ A criminal record check may be carried out on every applicant, and applicants are
required to declare any previous convictions (including spent convictions.).

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DRIVERS' REQUIREMENTS
General Rules and Requirements

1. Every Licensed Pemit Holder shall comply with the provisions of the Charter, Police Code,
Planning Code and Traffic Code of the City and County of San Francisco, The California Vehicle
Code, California Worker's Compensation Laws and these Taxicab Regulations. The provisions of
all ordinances and regulations applicable at the San Francisco International Airport, San
Francisco City and County Department of Agriculture and Weights and Measures, and all other
governmental jurisdictions through which the permit holders traverse.

2. Every Taxicab Driver shall, at ali times, cooperate with all law enforcement officers or their
agents including, but not limited to, giving upon request, their name, and Taxicab Driver's badge
number, exhibiting their identification card, waybill and other documents required to be in their
possession.

3. Every Taxicab Driver shall obey any lawful request or order of any law enforcement officer or
their designee. A law enforcement officer or their designee has the authority to settle any fare
disputes. This may include, but is not limited to, adjusting the disputed amount, persuading the
passenger to pay, citing or taking a citizen arrest of the participants.

4. A Taxicab Driver shall not hinder, delay, knowingly make false or misleading statements to the
Taxicab Commission or their designee on any matters relating to regulatory compliance.

5. Respond to Police Department inquiries within twenty-four (24) hours for non- emergency
requests.

6. Respond to any Police Department emergency request within two (2) hours, if the driver is
working the current shift.

7. Every Taxicab Driver shall give written notice to the Permit Section within ten (10) days of any
change of residence address. A post office box address is not permitted.

8. Taxicab Drivers shall notify, in writing, the Taxicab Detail within two (2) business days of a
change of taxicab driver employment.

9. Every Taxicab Driver shall ensure that all employment information is current and given to Color
Scheme Holder prior to their employment.

10. Every Taxicab Driver, on a bi-annual basis, must submit to and pass a medical examination.
The Taxi Detail's Medical Examination Report must be completed by an examining physician and
a copy of the report shall be filed with the Color Scheme Holder. The original report shall be
retained by the driver.

11. No Taxicab Driver may lease a permit or medallion, either on a per shift basis or for any term
of time from anyone other than the Medallion Holder or the Color Scheme Holder under which the
permit or medallion is operating.

B. Required Forms and Notices

1. Each Taxicab Driver be equipped with a San Francisco and San Mateo County street guide or
map with a complete index of all the streets.

2. Each Taxicab Driver shall ensure that their taxicab is equipped with a supply of comment cards
approved by the Taxicab Commission and shall ensure that these cards are properly displayed in
the their designated holder(s). In addition, these cards must be issued when requested by the
passenger.
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3. Every Taxicab Driver, while operating a taxicab vehicle shall have within their possession, a
copy of the Driver's Requirements portion of the Taxicab Commission Rules and Regulations. All
the Taxicab Commission Rules and Regulations must be shown to a passenger or police officer
upon request.

4. Every Taxicab Driver shall ensure that their cab is equipped with a supply of receipts,
preprinted with the taxicab company's name that they are currently driving. Each receipt shall
have the following information, but not limited to, driver's badge number, vehicle number,
medallion number, if different from vehicle number and amount of fare, (written legibly), prior to
giving it to the passenger upon request. (Amended 1/11/00)

5. Every Taxicab Driver, while operating a taxicab vehicle shall have in their possession a three
inch by five inch (3" x 5") laminated identification card with a photograph of the driver's face
(without a hat, scarf or sunglasses, etc.), a minimum of one and one-haif inches in width by two
inches in fength (1 %2"W x 2"L), displayed conspicuously at all times in a manner that is easily
readable by any passenger in the taxicab vehicle. The card must inciude the photograph of the
driver, the driver's badge number and the color scheme of the taxicab vehicle. This identification
card, in a form approved by the Taxicab Commission or their designee must be acquired by the
taxicab driver. The colors on the picture identification card shail match the color scheme holder's
color(s). The colors shall be aligned horizontal along the length of the identification card.
(Amended 1/11/00)

C. Duties and Responsibilities

1. The Taxicab Driver is required to perform a safety check on any taxicab prior to placing it in
operation. The driver is responsible for having all working equipment on the vehicle functional to
include but not limited to all ©.E.M. equipment and ramped taxicab lift equipment requirements.

a. If any equipment is found to present a hazard or safety issue, then the vehicle shall be put out
of service until it is repaired.

b. If during the course of the work shift, any equipment becomes a safety or hazard issue, then
the vehicle is to be place out of service immediately .

2. No Taxicab Driver shall drive, or permit to be driven, a taxicab vehicle which interior is not kKept
clean, orderly and free of offensive odors.

3. Every Taxicab Driver driving, or causing to be driven, any taxicab vehicie in the City and
County of San Franciseco shall ensure the thorough washing of the taxicab vehicle operated or
driven by them at least once a week or sooner, if needed and shall also carefully sweep and
clean the taxicab vehicle and trunk compartment at the beginning of eachshift of operation.

4. Every Taxicab Driver is to start and end the shift at the color scheme's principal place of
business and make the change of shift to another taxicab operator at the Color Scheme's

principal place of business on the private property of the Color Scheme Holder, except with
approval of the Taxicab Commission for "formal employee operations”. (Amended 1/11/00)

5. Taxicab Driver(s) shall perform a "two-way radio check" at the commencement of each shift to
determine if the two-way radio is in proper working order. If the two-way radio is not in working
order that taxicab vehicle shall be placed out of service until such time the two-way radio is
functioning properly.

6. The two-way radio must be kept in working order and kept on at all times while employed as a
Taxicab Driver.

7. ab If the vehicle is temporarily placed out of service because of a mechanical failure, the driver
shall make a notation on the waybill listing the time out of service and the time returned to service.



8. ab Every Taxicab Driver shall use the waybill format as prescribed by the Taxicab Commission
or the Commission's designee. The waybills shall be completed in indelible ink, and shall include
the driver's signature at the commencement of the shift as well as the "A" card number and total
number of hours worked. This waybill is to be filed at the Color Scheme Holder's principal place
of business at the conclusion of each shift.

9. ab No Taxicab Driver shall leave a vehicle unattended on a public street for more than four (4)
hours. '

10. ab Every Taxicab Driver must accept a radio dispatch assignment.

a. If available from their dispatch service, taxicab drivers must handle an average minimum of
one (1) radio call an hour during each shift.

b. Taxicab Drivers must advise their dispatch service if they are unable to handle an accepted call
within ten (10) minutes of the time when they acknowledged the call.

c. ab Every Ramped Taxicab Driver, once dispatched to a "disabled person" call shall not accept
any other fare while en route to that dispatched call. -

11. ab The Taxicab Driver, while actively employed shall only monitor or listen to the dispatch
service subscribed to by the Color Scheme Holder.

12. ab The taxicab vehicle dashboard and rear shelf shall not have any loose items of any sort
lying about.

13. ab Make a visual check of the interior of the taxicab vehicle at the conclusion of each trip to
determine if any property has been left behind. If any of the passenger's property was loaded in

the trunk, the driver shall check the trunk area at the end of the trip to ensure that no property
was left behind.

14. ab The taxicab vehicle trunk and/or baggage area shall be kept clean, free of items or
materials that possibly could damage or stain passengers baggage, and free of any container
containing flammable liquids.

11. ab Any taxicab found to have taximeter seals (paper, wire, etc.) that are broken, removed,
destroyed, marred or otherwise tampered with will be immediately taken out of service until
correctly repaired. Any Taxicab Driver or Color Scheme Holder operating such taximeter and/or
taxicab may be subject to disciplinary action.

D. Rules of Conduct

1. No Taxicab Driver shall speak in an obscene, boisterous, loud, threatening or abusive manner
while in the course of their employment as a Taxicab Driver.

2. No Taxicab Driver shall threaten, harass or abuse any other person while in the course of their
employment of a Taxicab Driver.

3. No Taxicab Driver shall attempt to use any physical force against any person except in self-
defense or in defense of another.

4. Drivers shall be clean in dress and person.

5. No Taxicab Driver may smoke, drink, or eat while a passenger(s) is in the taxicab vehicle.



8. Drivers shall comply with any passenger request to turn down, turn off or change the channel
of any audio/ivideo device, (AM , FM, radio tape player etc.). (Amended 1/11/00)

7. Drivers shall only receive a tip/gratuity when expressly issued by the payee. Drivers may not
demand, imply, suggest, assume or otherwise receive any additional charges unless permitted
under City Charter or the Taxicab Commission Rules and Regulations.

8. Taxicab Drivers or person(s) on their behalf shall not offer any gift, gratuity or any thing of
value in order to receive any preferred vehicle, assignment, dispatch call, shift, fare or any other
employment enhancement.

E. Passenger Service

1. No Taxicab Driver shall refuse, or direct or permit the refusal, of prospective passengers in any
area or district of the City and County of San Francisco for transportation to any place in said City
and County, or to the San Francisco International Airport, or to the Oakiand international Airport,
at rates authorized by law, if said prospective passenger presents themselves for transportation
in a clean, sober, and orderly manner and for a lawful purpose and the driver has sufficient time
before the end of their shift.(Amended 1/11/00)

2. A Taxicab Driver shall comply with all the reasonable requests of any passenger.

3. A Taxicab Driver shall, if requested, reasonably assist a handicapped, disabled or elderly
person to get into and out of the taxicab vehicle if within the physical capacity of the driver. If
unable to assist the passenger, or feels that their personal safety is at risk, the driver shall notify
their dispatch and request a driver or other appropriate servicecapable of handling the request.
The driver shall record the request and results on the wayhill. The Taxicab Driver shall remain
with the passenger until assistance from another driver or appropriate service has arrived.
(Amended 1/11/00)

4. A Taxicab Driver shall not refuse to transport a passenger's luggage, wheelchair, crutches or

other property that can be transported within the confines of the vehicle's trunk and/or passenger
areas.

5. A Taxicab Driver shall not refuse to transport any orderly and /or contained animal including,
but not limited to, guide or service dogs.

6. ab Upon request of a passenger, the Taxicab Driver shall load or unload luggage, into or out of
the taxicab vehicle's interior or trunk compartment if within the physical capacity of the driver. if
the driveris unable to assist the passenger, or feels that their personal safety is at risk, the driver
shall notify their dispatch service and request a driver or other appropriate service capable of
handling the request. The driver shall record the request and results on the waybill. The Taxicab
Driver shall remain until another driver or appropriate service has arrived to assist the fare.
(Amended 1/11/00)

7. ab Every Taxicab Driver shall be able to provide change for, or arrange to provide change for,

at no additional expense to the passenger, a minimum of twenty dollars ($20.00). (Amended
1/11/00)

8. ab Every Taxicab Driver shall inform passenger(s) of their intention to activate the meter when
said passenger(s) has an excessive amount of baggage, luggage, packages and/or equipment
that needs to be loaded in the vehicle's trunk which would delay said Taxicab Driver from
departing immediately to the stated destination.

9. ab Drivers shall, at the beginning of a trip, inform passenger(s) whose announced destination
is or may be more than fifteen (15) miles, as recorded on the taxicab vehicle odometer, from the



city limits of San Francisco that the fare to be charged will be 150% of the amount registered on
the taximeter.

10. ab Drivers shall, at the beginning of a trip, inform passengers(s) whose announced
destination is or may be more than fifteen (15) miles, as recorded on the taxicab vehicle
odometer, from San Francisco International Airport, provided that the trip does not pass through -
San Francisco in which case item #9 above applies, that the fare to be charged will be 150% of
amount registered on the taximeter.

11. Drivers shall, at the beginning of a trip, inform passenger(s) whose announced destination
requires the crossing of a toil bridge, the amount of the toll charged and that the toll charge is to
paid by the passenger(s) regardless of the direction in which the toll is collected.

F. Found Property

1. Prior to the end of the shift, drivers shall make every reasonable attempt to return property,
found in their taxicab, to the rightful owner.

2. Evéry driver shall turn any unclaimed or unreturned property to the Color Scheme Holder's

place of business at the conclusion of their shift for safekeeping and obtain a receipt for the item
regardless of value.

3. ab Driver's shall record on their waybill the description of found property, whom they have

notified concerning it, (return any property found to the owner, if possible), and what was done
with it.

7. ab Driver's shall be personally liable for any loss of properties suffered by passenger(s) making
use of their taxicab services caused by intentional misconduct or negligence of the Taxicab Driver.
Failure to safeguard found properties may subject the driver to revocation proceeding.

G. Use of Controlled Substance / Alcohol

1. No Taxicab Driver shall consume or be under the influence of any alcohol or other intoxicating
substance while acting in the capacity of a taxicab driver. No Taxicab Driver shall drive a taxicab
vehicle while their driving ability is impaired by any prescribed or non-prescription drug.

2. No Taxicab Driver shall operate a taxicab within four (4) hours after consuming alcohol.

3. No driver shall begin a shift to operate a taxicab or continue to operate a taxicab while having a
blood alcohol content of 0.02 percent or greater.

4.'No driver shall operate a taxicab or continue to operate a taxicab while using any controlled
substance, except when it is pursuant to the instruction of a licensed medical practitioner, who
advised the driver that the substance will not adversely affect the driver's ability to operate a
taxicab. ’

7. TRAINING

A. Drivers' Training

1. In accordance with Municipal Police Code Section 1147.1, Educational Entities may offer a
"Driver Training Course" for new Taxicab Drivers after applying for and receiving approval from
the Taxicab Commission. All approved entities must follow the below listed course requirements:

a. Course length must be a minimum of 28 hours.

b. Course subjects must include:



1. City Geography - minimum 8 hours

2. Crime Prevention - minimum 4 hours

3. ab Vehicle & Pedestrian Safety - minimum 4 hours

4. Taxi Rules and Laws - minimum 1 hour

5. California Vehicle Code - minimum 1 hour

6.. Passenger Relations - minimum 8 hours

(includes procedures for transporting persons covered by the Americans with Disabilities Act).

2. ab The minimums listed above are minimums for each required subject. Each minimum may
be increased as necessary to reach the 28 hour total course length. Other subjects may be taught
in conjunction with the course, however, time devoted to those subjects will not count as part of
the 28 hours. The length of the course may be increased by the Taxicab Commission or their
designee.

3. ab New Taxicab Drivers may attend any approved course, regardless of which taxicab color
scheme they will be driving under.

4. ab Taxicab Commission or their designee shall conduct periodic inspections of all approved
"Driver Training Course" providers to insure that appropriate course outlines are being followed
and appropriate training methods are being used. The inspection shall be conducted to determine
if the "Driver Training Course" adheres to the standards of 1147.1 MPC.

5. ab All permitted course providers shall maintain a record of each driver, to include, but not
limited to, their names, driver's number and test scores. The record shall be maintained for a
period of two (2) years. All records shall be available for inspection by the Taxicab Commission or
their designee.

6. Each course shall issue a certificate of completion upon achieving a passing score. Each
certificate shall include, but not limited to, a permanent sequential number, the driver's name,
date of completion, and the signature of the instructor.

7. The certificate of completion is only valid for one (1) year from the date of issue.

8. ab No person shall operate as the driver of a Ramped Taxicab unless they have completed all
training required by the Municipal Railway Accessible Transit Unit.

The Superintendent of Motor Vehicles issues licence

suspensions in British Columbia, ICBC administers suspens:ona
on the Superintendent's.behalf.

A licence suspension means that your B.C. driver's licence, and
he right to apply for a driver's licence. is taken away from you for
a period of time.

Your licence will autematically be suspended when you are
convicted of a motor vehicle-related Criminal Code of Canada
offence.

if you are not allowed to drive in BC but i's not due to a Criminal
Code of Canada offence, you might have a driving grohibition.,
rather than a suspension.

Surrendering your driver's licence

i your dnver's licence has been suzpended it must be turned in o

ICBC or to the enforcement officer who serves you the naotice of
suspension Ycu may reapply for @ driver's licence when the
suspension has ended,
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Can a suspension be appealed?

The driving suspension itself cannot be appealed. However, you
can appeal the Crirminal Code of Canada conviction on which the
suspension is based.

if you appeal the conviction, you may apply for a stay of the
suspensicn while the appeal is being heard.

IF a jucge approves a stay of suspension, then the driving
suspension is tempararily remaved until the appeal has been
settled. If you have already surrendered your licence, you can get
a free duplicate licance from an ICBC driver licensing office.

If the appeal is successful, then your licence and driving record
are restored to their previgus status. I the appeal is not
successful, then the driving suspension 1s re-imposed.
