B EU GDPR Article 5(!) 5 Personal data shall be: ...(b) collected for specified, explicit and
legitimate purposes and not farther processed in a manner that is incompatible with those purposes;
fa erprocessingfor archiving purposes in the publicinterest scientific or historical research purposes
or statistical purposes shall, in accordance with Article 89(1), not be considered to be incompatible with
the initial purposes (‘purpose limitation”)

GDPR 89(1): Processing for archiving purposes in the public interest, scientific or historical research
purposes or statistical purposes, shall be subject to appropriate safeguards, in accordance with this
Regulation, for the rights and freedoms of the data subject. Those safeguards shall ensure that technical
and organisational measures are in place in particular in order to ensure respect for the principle of data
minimisation. Those measures may include pseudonymisation provided that those purposes can be
fulfilled in that manner. Where those purposes can be fulfilled by further processing which does not
permit or no longer permits the identification of data subjects, those purposes shall be fulfilled in that
manner.

GDPR Recitals 50, Further processing for archiving purposes in the public interest, scientific or
historical research purposes or statistical purposes sliould be considered to be compatible lawful
processing operations.
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PIPA Article 28-2 (Processing of Pseudonymous Data): (1) A personal informatdon controller
may process pseudonymized information without the consent of data subjects for statistical purposes,
scientific research purposes, and archiving purposes in the public interest, etc. (2) A personal
information controller shall not include information that may be used to identify a certain individual
when providing pseudonymized information to a third party according to paragraph (1).
~Singaporean PDPA Section 17(1) (Collection, use and disclosure without consent): An
organisation may —e (b) use personal data about an individual without the individual’s consent in the
circumstances or for the purposes, and subject to any condition, in the First Schedule or Part 2 of the
Second Schedule;...

PDPA Division 3, Part 2 ofthe Second Schedule (Research): The use of personal data about an
individual for a research purpose (including historical or statistical research), if — (a) the research
purpose cannot reasonably be accomplished unless the personal data is used in an individually
identifiable form; (b) there is a clear public benefit to using the personal data for the research purpose;
(c) the results of the research will not be used to make any decision that affects the individual; and (d)
in the event that the results of the research are published the organisation publishes the results in a
form that does not identify the individual.
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
